GPS Based Performance Racing
The goal of this competition is to find the flyer with the best all-round performance flying capability using Time, Distance and Speed tasks.  There will be 2 rounds of competition with each round consisting of one jump dedicated to each task (6 jumps in total).  The same suit must be used for the whole event.  
All flights will be evaluated over a given 1000m (3,300ft) vertical window:
Time : 
     The longest freefall time

Distance:  The greatest horizontal distance
Speed:      The fastest average horizontal speed
There will be two classes:  Open (larger suits) and Intermediate (smaller suits) check your suit here.  
Flysight GPS units will be provided for all flights and Paralog will evaluate and record the results online in real-time.
